Preamble 
Section 2108(a) of the Act provides that the State and Territories∗ must assess the operation of the State 
child health plan in each Federal fiscal year, and report to the Secretary, by January 1 following the end 
of the Federal fiscal year, on the results of the assessment. In addition, this section of the Act provides 
that the State must assess the progress made in reducing the number of uncovered, low-income children.  
The State is out of compliance with SCHIP statute and regulations if the report is not submitted by 
January 1. The State is also out of compliance if any section of this report relevant to the State’s program 
is incomplete.   
 
To assist States in complying with the statute, the National Academy for State Health Policy (NASHP), 
with funding from the David and Lucile Packard Foundation, has coordinated an effort with States and 
CMS over the years to design and revise this Annual Report Template.  Over time, the framework has 
been updated to reflect program maturation and corrected where difficulties with reporting have been 
identified.  
 
 The framework is designed to: 
 

A. Recognize the diversity of State approaches to SCHIP and allow States flexibility to 
highlight key accomplishments and progress of their SCHIP programs, AND 

 
B. Provide consistency across States in the structure, content, and format of the report, AND 

 
C. Build on data already collected by CMS quarterly enrollment and expenditure reports, AND 

 
D. Enhance accessibility of information to stakeholders on the achievements under Title XXI.

Note regarding the Separate Child Health Program: 
Wisconsin has opted to implement a provision to cover unborn children under the SCHIP 
regulations (42 CFR 457) as the BadgerCare Prenatal program since January 1, 2006.  Through 
coverage of an unborn child Wisconsin is able to provide prenatal care to uninsured pregnant 
women who are ineligible for Medicaid due to not being a citizen or qualifying alien or for being 
incarcerated.  Since it is an option specifically under the SCHIP regulatory authority it is 
implemented as a Separate Child Health Program.  Therefore, to clarify, we administer the regular 
BadgerCare program as a MA expansion program and the BadgerCare Prenatal program is 
administered as a Separate Child Health Program.

Over the last year Wisconsin has implemented the citizenship and identity verification 
requirement for our regular MA and MA expansion program applicants and recipients.  While 
Wisconsin’s Separate Child Health Program, BadgerCare Prenatal, is not subject to the 
requirement, it is possible that there has been a chilling effect on the potential applicants for this 
program.  Since the BadgerCare Prenatal population is primarily undocumented women seeking 
prenatal care for their unborn child, any requirement trying to establish identity, citizenship, or 
legal status could produce some fear and reluctance on the part of this population to come into 
contact with a government program.  Other than that, there does not appear to be any other 
obvious factor contributing to a decline in the enrollment.

This is the same methodology that was used last year.  The Wisconsin Family Health Survey 
is preferred over the Current Population Survey because it is a high-quality statewide sample 
survey on health status, health insurance and health care, whereas the CPS is a labor force 
survey with a small number of questions included on health insurance. 
 

 What is your State’s assessment of the reliability of the estimate?  What are the limitations of the data 
or estimation methodology?

Wisconsin Family Health Survey (FHS) estimates of the uninsured have been used by state 
planners, budget analysts and policymakers for several years.  The survey is conducted by a 
reputable academic survey research organization (the University of Wisconsin Survey 
Center) and is managed by a trained survey researcher in the Department of Health and 
Family Services.  The survey is conducted in both English and Spanish.  Results are 
considered to be representative of all Wisconsin household residents.  When compared to 
other benchmarks for Wisconsin, the results are found to be similar and reasonable.  Please 
refer to the additional table above for confidence intervals. 
 

 What are the limitations of the data or estimation methodology?   
The FHS is limited to some degree by not including households without telephones, so that the poorest 
households may be underrepresented in the sample.  Households with only cell phones (no landlines) are 
excluded.  Recent research indicates that this has little effect on estimates of the uninsured. 
 
 How does your State use this alternate data source in SCHIP program planning?   

Family Health Survey data have been extensively analyzed to examine characteristics and 
numbers of uninsured in Wisconsin.  Policy staff in the Department of Health and Family Services 
as well as Health Care Financing program staff rely on FHS data analysis to inform their 
decisions.  Analysis topics include the number of low-income uninsured children living with 
employed adults, changes in the number and proportions of low-income uninsured children and 
adults, geographic distribution of the uninsured, types of insurance coverage among low-income 
residents, and poverty status among the uninsured.

OUTREACH

We continue to offer information in the form of printed material and web-based information.  We also 
continue to offer a training targeted to community-based organizations that addresses the basic 
concepts necessary to understand Medicaid and BadgerCare.   

The department received $500,000 from private entities which funded two outreach grants in 
Milwaukee and Rock Counties between October 2005 and August 2006.  In Milwaukee an 
organization called Community Advocates received the grant and provided assistance to individuals 
in submitting applications for BadgerCare and Medicaid.  They also provided general information on 
the programs and referred individuals to the county agency for further assistance.  Their efforts 
resulted in an additional 1329 individuals receiving health care coverage.  In Rock County the 
Janesville School District received the grant.  An outreach specialist and student interns provided 
general information and assistance in submitting applications for BadgerCare and Medicaid.  Their 
efforts resulted in an additional 213 individuals receiving health care coverage.    

During this reporting period, the Department has made significant progress on its web-based 
outreach capabilities.  In July 2003, the Department secured a $1.7 million grant from USDA’s Food 
and Nutrition Service to develop and implement an interactive website that will more directly connect 
low-income consumers with public benefits programs. This website (www.access.wisconsin.gov) is 
designed to increase participation in a variety of benefit programs, including BadgerCare, improve 
customer service, and increase customer satisfaction.  The fourth phase of this project, the Report My 
Changes component, was implemented in September 2006.  

Effective with the dates listed, anyone in Wisconsin can visit access.wisconsin.gov to: 

• Assess whether they appear to be eligible for FoodShare, BadgerCare, Medicaid, SeniorCare, and 
other health and nutrition programs (effective August 16, 2004).  This function is available in English 
and Spanish.    

• Get information online via the “Check My Benefits” function about their FoodShare. 
Medicaid/BadgerCare, SeniorCare and Caretaker Supplement benefits (effective September 30,

 For the reporting period, please provide an overview of your state’s political and fiscal environment as 
it relates to health care for low income, uninsured children and families, and how this environment 
impacted SCHIP.  [7500] 

Wisconsin, like most other states in the country, has faced major fiscal challenges over the past few 
years.  The cost of private health insurance continues to escalate and private businessed are 
providing less health care coverage for Wisconsin residents.  At the same time, the Medicaid and 
BadgerCare programs are providing more health coverage and the number of uninsured is 
increasing. 

 During the reporting period, what has been the greatest challenge your program has experienced? 
[7500] 

Adequately funding BadgerCare remains the biggest challenge.  However, while funding remains 
challenging, Wisconsin's Governor has stated his commitment to cover all uninsured children, to 
streamline and simplify the program, and to help employers cope with increased health insurance 
costs. 

 During the reporting period, what accomplishments have been achieved in your program?  [7500] 

For the FFY 2007 the average number BadgerCare recipients in a month increased by approximately 
4,000 compared to statistics for FFY 2006.  The average number of BadgerCare recipients in a month 
who are children remained about the same from FFY 2006 to FFY 2007. 

 What changes have you made or are planning to make in your SCHIP program during the next fiscal 
year?  Please comment on why the changes are planned. [7500] 

A very significant change for Wisconsin’s SCHIP program is the implementation of BadgerCare Plus 
beginning in February 2008.  BadgerCare Plus will merge Wisconsin’s current Family Medicaid and 
BadgerCare programs into one streamlined program that will cover more individuals.  Coverage will 
be expanded to the following groups: all children regardless of income; pregnant women with income 
between 185% and 300% of the FPL; parents and caretaker relatives with incomes up to 200% of the 
FPL (including those with children in foster care); and youths exiting out of foster care.   

 

This change is being undertaken to ensure that every child in Wisconsin has access to affordable 
health insurance.
