
Medicare Rx Update: November 6, 2006

Re-assignment letters are in the mail this week… 
 
CMS is reaching out to beneficiaries to ensure a smooth transition from 2006 to 2007. Medicare 
will be notifying about 247,000 beneficiaries whose Medicare Prescription Drug Plan (PDP) 
premium would increase by more than $2 above the regional low-income premium subsidy 
amount to inform them of their options for 2007. If Medicare enrolled these beneficiaries in their 
plan in 2006, they will be randomly re-assigned into a new PDP for 2007 unless they elect to stay 
in their current plan and pay a higher monthly premium fee or switch to a different PDP. All of 
these beneficiaries will continue to have their Medicare Part D prescription drug coverage. 
  
The notifications to the beneficiaries will be on blue paper. Dual eligibles will continue to be able 
to switch plans anytime in 2007.
