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How Can You Get a New Medicare Card?





If your Medicare card has been lost, stolen, destroyed, or needs to be replaced, you will need the following information to receive a replacement card: 


 Social Security number 


 Date of birth 


 Contact information 





You may also have to provide your:


 Place of birth


 Mother's maiden name





Medicare cards are administered through the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS). To get a new card, call 1-800-MEDICARE or you can call the Social Security Administration (SSA) at �1-800-772-1213. TTY users should call 1-800-325-0778.

What is Medicare?





Medicare is a Federal health insurance program for:


People age 65 or older


Some people with disabilities under age 65


People with End-Stage Renal Disease 


(Permanent kidney failure needing dialysis or a kidney transplant)





Medicare Has Two Parts:





Part A (Hospital Insurance)


Most people do not pay for Part A because they paid the Medicare tax when they were working.


Part B (Medical Insurance) 


Most people pay monthly for Part B.





What Does Medicare Pay For?





Medicare helps pay for the following basic services:


 Hospital care


 Doctor care


 Lab and X-ray services


 Physical therapy


 Skilled nursing facility care


 Hospice care
