How Do You Get a Social Security Number?





To get a Social Security number, you will need to complete an application for a Social Security card (Form SS-5) and show documents that prove your age, and U.S. citizenship, or lawful alien status.

What is Supplemental Security Income?





Supplemental Security Income (SSI) is a monthly benefit program funded by general taxes. SSI has two purposes:


 To help people who are blind, disabled, or at least 65 years old


 	To provide cash for basic needs such as food and clothing 





Are You Eligible for SSI?





You may be eligible to receive SSI if:


 	You are disabled, blind, or at least 65 years old


 	You meet the income and resource specifications





What Do You Need to Enroll in SSI?





You may need to provide the following information to enroll in SSI:


 Social Security number 


 Birth certificate or other proof of age 


(the Social Security Administration (SSA) Web site can help you locate the appropriate contact to obtain a copy of your birth certificate at  http://www.socialsecurity.gov/vitalstats.html) 


 If you have a disability, you will need to provide the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of doctors, hospitals, and clinics where you have been treated

















Different rules may apply if you are an immigrant, legal, national or qualified alien. Talk to your case manager to find out whether you are eligible to receive these benefits.
