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What Do You Need to Enroll in VA Compensation?





You may need to provide the following information to enroll in VA Compensation:


 Dependency records (marriage and children’s birth certificates) 


 	Medical evidence (doctor and hospital reports) 


	Certified copy of Discharge Certificate (DD-214)


	Proof of income, including other benefits such as Social Security

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What is VA Compensation?





Veterans Affairs (VA) Compensation is a monthly benefit paid to veterans who are disabled by injury or disease that developed or worsened in the line of duty. 





VA offers many special programs specifically to veterans and their families who are homeless.








Are You Eligible for VA Compensation? 





You may be eligible for VA Compensation if you are a veteran and:


 	You have a service-related disability


	You were discharged under honorable conditions 





You may be eligible for additional amounts if: 


 	 Your disability is severe or a loss of limb(s)


 	 You have a spouse, child(ren), or dependent parent(s)


 	 Your spouse is seriously disabled











Different rules may apply if you are an immigrant, legal, national, or qualified alien. Talk to your case manager to find out whether you are eligible to receive these benefits.
