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We plan to add new materials to the site periodically, after evaluation by CMS staff and the 
contractor and permission is obtained from the sponsoring organizations.  In order to assure that 
the site contains the most current information, the contractor will continue to access the 
organization sites to keep our summaries updated as newer versions of standards are released.
