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This letter is the first in a series of communications over the next several months on quality in home
and community-based services (HCBS). These communications will inform you of current CMS
efforts, new technical assistance products, and future CMS activities related to improving HCBS

quality.

As most of you are aware, HHS Secretary Thompson responded to a letter from Senator Grassley and
Senator Breaux on July 31, 2003, pledging his continued commitment to ensuring the availability of
home and community-based services and to quality outcomes through CMS monitoring and oversight
of the design of HCBS programs. Included with the Secretary’s letter, which I attach with this
communication, is a plan that highlights CMS actions in relation to quality improvement in HCBS
programs.

You will see from the action plan that CMS has set forth an ambitious schedule. Among other
actions, CMS plans to issue new tools to states, conduct dialogue with and issue procedural guidance
to our regional offices that conduct monitoring reviews, and work with state associations to identify
refinements to the HCBS waiver application template and annual reports from states. In addition,
CMS is committed to identifying and issuing Promising Practices reports on effective methods used
by states to address key components of their quality management system. Many of these actions are
already well underway.
