How Do You Get a Social Security Number or Replacement Card?





To get a Social Security number or a replacement card, you will need to complete an application for a Social Security card (Form SS-5) and show documents that prove your age, and U.S. citizenship, or lawful alien status.

Social Security Disability Insurance is a cash benefit program funded by the Federal government.
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What is Social Security Disability Insurance?





Social Security Disability Insurance (SSDI) is a monthly benefit for people who work or have worked in the past and paid Social Security taxes. 





SSDI benefits are paid to people who are unable to work for a year or more because of a disability.  A person can receive SSDI benefits until they are able to work again on a regular basis. 





Are You Eligible for SSDI?





You may be eligible to receive SSDI if:


 You have worked in jobs covered by Social Security 


 You have a medical condition that Social Security considers a disability 





What Do You Need to Enroll in SSDI?





You may need to provide the following information to enroll in SSDI:


Social Security number

 Birth certificate or other proof of age

 	Names, addresses, and phone numbers of doctors, hospitals, clinics and institutions that treated you and the dates of treatment 


 		Names of all medications being taken
