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What is VA Health Care?





Veterans Affairs (VA) Health Care provides a broad range of health care benefits to veterans who are enrolled in VA. 





VA offers many special programs specifically to veterans and their families who are homeless.





Are You Eligible to Enroll in VA? 





You may be eligible to enroll in VA if:


 	You were honorably discharged from active military service 


	You served at least one day of active duty before September 7, 1980 


 	You served at least two years of active duty in a row after �September 7, 1980 


 You were a National Guardsman or Reservist who served the entire period of active duty by Federal order other than for training purposes 





Are You Eligible for Benefits if You Are Not Enrolled in VA?





To receive VA Health Care benefits, you must be a veteran enrolled with VA unless: 


 	You have a service-connected disability of 50 percent or more 


 	You want care for a disability that developed or worsened in the line of duty


 	You want care for a service-related disability only 





Different rules may apply if you are an immigrant, legal, national, or qualified alien. Talk to your case manager to find out whether you are eligible to receive these benefits.
